HEAT ILLNESS: this includes
Dehydration, Heat Exhaustion & Heat Stroke.
The thermometer below will help to show the severity of

danger when the temperature & humidity rise. When the body
is unable to cool itself through sweating. Serious heat illness
will occur. The most sever heat induced illnesses are
heat exhaustion and heat stroke. If left untreated 1 heat
exhaustion could progress to heat stroke and possible death.

First Dehydration:
What is Dehydration?

Your body builds up heat when you work &
sweats to get rid of extra heat. But M

sometimes your body may not cool off fast

enough. This can happen, say, if you are

digging for Gold & carrying heavy buckets
of dirt or classifying buckets of dirt in the

Arizona sun.

Children may have additional symptoms which may include:

1. Dry mouth & tongue. 2. No tears when crying. 3. No wet diapers for more than 3 hours.
4. Sunken abdomen, eyes or cheeks. 5. High fever. 6. Listlessness. 7. Irritability.

8. Skin that does not flatten when pinched & released.

Heat Exhaustion
What is Heat Exhaustion?
As the name implies heat exhaustion is part exhaustion & excessive heat, along with Dehydration.

What are the symptoms of Heat Exhaustion?
1. Tirdeness. 2. Nauseous. 3. Headachy. 4. Giddy (dizzy & silly). 5. Possible fainting. 6. Possible Collapse.

Last & most dangerous Heat Stroke.
What is Heat Stroke?
Heat Stroke is the most severe form of heat illness & it is a life-threatening emergency. It is the result of

long, exterme exposure to the sun, in which a person does not sweat enough to lower body temperature.
It is a condition that develops rapidly & requires immediate medical treatment!

What are the symptoms of Heat Stroke?
1. Headache. 2. Dizziness 3. Disorientation, agitation or confusion. 4. Sluggishness or fatgue. 5. Seizure.

6. Hot, dry skin that is flushed but not sweaty. 7. A high body temperature. 8. Loss of consciousness.

9. Rapid heart beat. 10. Hallucinations.
WHA T CAN YOu DO TO PREVENT THESE ILLNESSES?

1. Drink a lot of cool water or sports drinks all day. Sometimes, you may need a cup of water (5 to 7 ounces)
every 15 minutes. Try to avoid tea, coffee, soda, & alochol as these can contribute to heat related illnesses.
2. Keep taking rest breaks. Rest in a cool, shady spot, or in your vehicle with the air conditioner running, &
use fans when possible. 3. Wear light-colored clothing made of cotton. 4. Do the heaviest work in the coolest

time of the day (early in the morning or late in the evening). 5. Work in the shade whenever possible bring your
own shade if need be. For heavy work in hot areas, take turns with other prospectors, so some can rest
( if alone take more rest breaks) .6. If you travel to a warm area for a new prospecting adventure, you need
time for your body to get used to the heat. Be extra careful the first 2 weeks. 7. Where a light colored hat
(some hats have shade for the neck and some have a net type material to allow the heat out and the air in.

Any of these are excellent choices for Arizona) also sunglasses to protect the eyes.
